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We have achieved some great mile stones. The brick machine is on site and the workmen are busily trying to make at least 1300 bricks per day. It is labour intensive! Our first brick was made on the 3rd of August. Being the first the right consistency of materials and water was being trialled. 
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As the brick was handed to me it broke. We tried



again with the second brick but it to fell to pieces.



But the consistency is now right and we have over 



11000 bricks! The first lot will be cured by the end 



of next week. Possibly beginning the building in the 



last week of August or the first week of September. 
Things are moving ahead!
Mark, Madeline, Rob and Lois spent three nights in Webuye. The children enjoyed their company as they made mandazies (similar to a donut), necklaces, coloured in, played games 
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and read stories. We also went to visit a couple of the families we support 
outside of the Nest. We took the families some seeds for growing food for 
themselves, some clothing, rice and porridge meal.
